Choose a character from ABC. Then, find 10 pieces of textual evidence that provide characterization (either direct or indirect) for your character of choice. Your completed character log should make this easy! The characterization should help develop the parts of the character given below. Three of your quotes need to exemplify the brain, soul, and spine/neck (identified below with an *). The other 7 may be any mixture of the rest. Make sure you focus on the standard: analyze how complex characters develop over the course of a text, interact with other characters, and advance the plot or develop the theme. Also remember, when citing a quote or any textual evidence, you MUST provide the page number! 
· Ears - things the character heard that changed or developed who they are

· Brain* - things that exemplify how the character thinks

· Eyes - things the character witnessed that changed or developed who they are

· Feet/toes/legs - things the character actively did that changed or developed who they are

· Hands/fingers/arms - things the character did to reach out to and/or touch others that helped develop who they are

· Chest cavity/heart - things that show the character’s heart 

· Spine/neck* - things that show the character’s courage

· Face - things the character “faced” (their trials) that affected who they are

· Mouth/teeth - things the character said that show who they are as a person

· Muscles - ways the character changed or grew throughout the novel

· Soul* - things that reflect who the character is at their very core
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
